If a Client is not added to the list, do so manually by clicking Add.

Choose Microsoft from the list of Manufacturers and Client for Microsoft Networks from the lists of Network Clients.

Remove all protocols that do not need to run on your network. Highlight the protocol and click Remove.

Click Add to add the Microsoft TCP/IP Protocol for Internet communications.

Choose Protocol and click Add.

From the list of Manufacturers choose Microsoft and TCP/IP from the Network Protocol list and click OK.
